2 Contracted Player status is only available for England Qualified Players

3) Home Grown Contracted Player
Any player that has been at the same club continuously since the age of 15 and he / she is given
a professional county contract should be registered as a Home Grown Contracted Player
[Continuously should be understood to mean that the player has played in at least eleven senior
League games for the club in each season since that season in which the player played (or would
have qualified for Under Fifteen Cricket)]
Iliness and other exceptional circumstances may be taken into consideration by the Cricket
Committee whose decision is final

4) No club is permitted to register more than ONE contracted player in each season UNLESS ALL
contracted players are Home Grown Contracted players as described Note (3) above

(5) A Contracted Player may only play for his club’s first eleven

(6) A First-Class Contracted Player must be able to participate in at least four CCCL league matches
before June 30™. If he is not he becomes ineligible to participate in any further CCCL
matches -
